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FORMATTING RULES FOR AUTHORS AND PUBLICATION ETHICS
AND MALPRACTICE STATEMENT

1. The editors of the «Philosophy of Education» journal accept for consideration not previously pub-
lished scientific papers containing important research results of Russian and foreign researchers in the
following areas: 09.00.01 - Ontology and the theory of knowledge (philosophical sciences); 09.00.11 - So-
cial Philosophy (philosophical sciences); 13.00.02 - Theory and methods of training and upbringing (by
areas and levels of education) (pedagogical sciences), as well as reviews of scientific work on the problems
of theory and practice of education, reports on scientific events, brief scientific reports, notes.

2. Materials must be carefully prepared for publication.

2.1. The title of the paper (in capital letters) should be short and accurate, reflect the content of paper,
and correspond to the general themes of the journal.

The next line should contain the name and patronymic (initials), surname of the author(s), city, country
(in brackets) in Russian and English.

2.2. The paper should have:

1) UDCG;

2) abstract in Russian and English (250-300 words), briefly revealing its content. It should have the fol-
lowing main parts:

a) introduction;
b) the methodology and methods of the study;
c) the results of the study;
d) conclusion;
3) keywords (at least 10) in Russian and English;
4) the main text of the paper should have sections, whose titles are highlighted in bold:
a) introduction (purpose of the paper, problem situation, review of scientific literature);
b) the methodology and methods of the research (discussion of concepts, schools, doctrines; sta-
tistics);
c) the results of the study (recommendations, analysis of the problem; interpretation of the basic
material of the study with the justification of the obtained results);
d) conclusion (conclusions, according to the goal; scientific novelty, theoretical and practical signif-
icance of the research; forecasting and prospects for further scientific research);

5) the list of references is formed according to the references in the text, indicating the sequence num-
ber (indicated in the text) in square brackets; if necessary, the pages are indicated (for example, [1, p. 25]).
The list must include at least 20 research sources (papers, monographs), including foreign publications for
the last 3-5 years, included in Scopus, WOS, with an indication of the DOI or the URL of the national archive.
The list is organized strictly in accordance with GOST R 7.0.5-2008 in a uniform format (in Russian and
English).

Links to other types of sources (reference (dictionaries, encyclopedias, etc.), archival, regulatory, legis-
lative, journalistic, educational and methodical literature, theses) are documented in the text of the article
by subscripts. Authors are responsible for the accuracy of submitted bibliographic data.

2.3. In the end of the paper there should be indicated information about the author (authors): full name
of the place of work, position, academic degree and title, postal address (home, work), phone number (of-
fice, home, cell), e-mail, ORCID.

3. Information about the order of publication of the paper.

3.1. The paper received by the editors undergoes a primary examination for compliance with the sub-
ject matter of the journal and the formatting requirements («one-sided blind» review). The editors fix the
date of receiving the paper.

3.2. The papers accepted for consideration are sent for review to one (several) of the members of the
expert council or invited specialists with a scientific specialization close to the subject of the paper (“dou-
ble-blind” review). The total review period is 1-2 months. The results of examination and review are con-
sidered at a meeting of the editorial board of the journal, which may decide to publish, send the paper for a
second review or reject it. In the latter case, the author is sent a reasoned refusal. In case of a positive deci-
sion, the date of acceptance for publication is recorded. The acceptance date is taken to be the day of receipt
by the editors of the final text.

3.3. Alicensing agreement is signed with the author / authors for the right to use a scientific work in the
journal.
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Formatting rules for authors...

3.4. Papers accepted for publication are edited. The editors reserve the right to correct errors at the
stage of editing the paper. Proofreading of the paper is not sent to authors. No honorarium for published
materials is paid.

3.5. The prepared journal layout is posted on the official website in the public domain.

3.6. The total time period for making a decision for publication is 4 months.

4. The editorial policy of the journal is based on international rules for the protection of copyright,
the norms of the current legislation of the Russian Federation, international publishing standards; supports
the Code of Ethics for Scientific Publications; organizes the work of editors and publishers on the basis of
the ethical standards contained in the Code of Conduct and best practice guidelines for the journal editor
and the Code of Conduct for the journal publisher, which are developed by the Publishing Ethics Committee
(COPE). The editorial staff declares the absence of malpractice.

5. Editorial ethics of the journal (based on the Provision of Chapter 70 «Copyright» of the Civil Code
of the Russian Federation).

Responsibilities of authors or a group of authors (hereinafter, the author)

The author is responsible for the authenticity and reliability of the results of scientific research and the
content of the paper.

The author must guarantee that the research results presented in the paper are completely original.

The author must guarantee that the paper will not be published in other journals.

Authors should follow the instructions for authors and follow the citation rules.

Authors are required to respond to reviewer comments and make proposed changes based on these
comments.

Responsibilities of editors

The editors are responsible for the content of the journal and the quality of the published papers.

The editors maintain objectivity with all submitted papers, that is, they are required to avoid conflicts of in-
terest in relation to the papers that they reject/accept, and they must respect the basic criteria of the paper
selection:

- the professional level and relevance of the paper;

- the correspondence of the topic of the paper to the professional focus of the journal.

The editors are required to ensure anonymity of the reviewers and the authors during the review pro-
cess.

Based on collaborative approach, the editors respond to the possible appeals of the authors concerning the
reviewers' comments and to other complaints. The editors have complete responsibility and authority to ac-
cept/reject the paper.

Responsibilities of reviewers

The reviewer should be objective in his/her evaluation.

The reviewer must not misuse the information provided in the paper under consideration for the per-
sonal or other gains.

Responsibilities of Editorial Board

The Editorial Board is constantly making efforts to improve the professional and formal quality of the
journal, supports the freedom of speech, and, in accordance with the generally accepted standards of ethics,
is always ready to publish a correction, retraction and apology by prior arrangement.

The Editorial Board publishes instructions concerning the entire editorial work (instructions for au-
thors, guides for the review process and guides for the reviewers, and so on). The Editorial Board guaran-
tees the compliance with the above rules.
