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Recommendations for file preparation

To speed up preparing your paper for publication, please provide an electronic version in addition to two hard copies. The electronic version can be prepared in the LaTeX system (best option for the editorial board) or another popular text editor with its version indicated. If you use LaTeX, please, use the style (article). Use only standard LaTeX commands and do not use your own macros. Submission of the paper in the pdf. format only is not allowed. 

The electronic version of the paper should consist of a file containing the text of the paper and file(s) with illustrations. If the paper is presented in one file (both text and illustrations), files with illustrations should be also submitted separately. Each file should contain one figure. 
In preparing files with illustrations, please use the following recommendations: 

– use vector graphics for plots, figures, and diagrams and save (export) the illustrations in the standard vector formats *.wmf and *.emf; the formats *.eps, *.cdr, *.ai are also allowed;
